When calculating staffing in this manner, enrollment is not looked at specific to a single grade level, but in total of grades per threshold level. This
can create budget savings and reduce FTE need. It also forces class sizes to be more alike within the building and across schools in the district. It
also creates some situations in which there is multi-grades in one classroom depending on how the building principals elects to place the staff
assigned to that building. Examples of this type of calculation and impact to a building is reflected on the next few pages.

The Athletics and Activities sub-committee did not identify specific coaches to cut, they support assigning a
"pool" of coaches, or an FTE, that ADs work with according to needs. Numbers fluctuate in programs from
year to year, so the ADs would have flexibility in assigning coaches where needed. If there are not enough
student/athletes to justify a C team or freshman team, they will not have a coach for that area.

Regarding club sponsorship, the sub-committee is not suggesting the clubs be disbanded, but to not pay the
$350 stipend to the sponsor. There are clubs with sponsors that are not paid currently because it is already
beyond the budget. The two schools do not necessarily have the same clubs, so it would be difficult to
identify a blanket cut of sponsors.

The sub-committee does not recommend cutting any programs, only small parts of larger programs. The
district is undergoing a Title IX evaluation. No decisions will be made to proposals in Athletics and Activities
until the Board receives the results of that audit later this spring.

Note: Gymnastics was not listed anywhere in the Sub-Committees proposals. The proposed reduction for
gymnastics was an administrative decision made ahead of the sub-committee’s work. The decision about

gymnastics will not be made until the Board receives the results of the Title IX evaluation.
